Utensils

Paintbrush

Medium flat blade screwdriver
Hammer

Ingredients
Spool of white cotton thread
Small amount of house paint

Approximate Time: 30 Minutes
1. After locating leak, turn off water supply to pipe.
2. Apply a ooat of paint to leaking section of pipe.

3. Wrap cotton thread around exposed sections of pipe thread in
clockwise direction. Use thread liberally and wrap as close to fitting
as possible (Fig. 88A).

4. Using the point of the screwdriver as a wedge and tapping
screwdriver handle gently with hammer, force thread into pipe joint
all around (Fig. 88B).

5. Apply a coat of paint over wound cotton thread (Fig. 88C).
6. Repeat steps 3 and 4.

7. Apply another coat of paint on cotton thread.

8. Let dry.

9. Reopen water supply and test patched area. If leak is not totally
sealed, repeat procedure.

Note: Epoxy glue may be used instead of paint. - ~ PAINTBRUSH
